Is my water safe?

Last year, as in years past, your tap water met all U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) and state
drinking water health standards. Bloomfield Borough Water Authority vigilantly safeguards its water
supplies and once again we are proud to report that our system has not violated a maximum contaminant
level or any other water quality standard.

Do I need to take special precautions?

Some people may be more vulnerable to contaminants in drinking water than the general population.
Immuno-compromised persons such as persons with cancer undergoing chemotherapy, persons who have
undergone organ transplants, people with HIV/AIDS or other immune system disorders, some elderly, and
infants can be particularly at risk from infections. These people should seek advice about drinking water
from their health care providers. EPA/Centers for Disease Control (CDC) guidelines on appropriate
means to lessen the risk of infection by Cryptosporidium and other microbial contaminants are available
from the Safe Water Drinking Hotline (800-426-4791).

Where does my water come from?

New Bloomfield's potable water supply is furnished by 4 groundwater wells. Two wells are located
southwest of the Perry County Prison and the other 2 wells are located at The Manor of Perry Village.
These sources are treated with sodium hypochlorite to disinfect water. Also zinc phosphate is added to
control corrosion.

Why are there contaminants in my drinking water?

Drinking water, including bottled water, may reasonably be expected to contain at least small amounts of
some contaminants. The presence of contaminants does not necessarily indicate that water poses a health
risk.
